DISPENSING

Sika® ViscoCrete®-8670 MN is added to the gauging
water or simultaneously added with i t into the con-
crete mixer.
To take advantage of the high water reduction, a wet
mixing time of at least 60 seconds is recommended.

LIMITATIONS
Excessive water addition or overdosing may cause
bleeding or segregation.
If frozen and / or if precipitation has occurred, Sika®
ViscoCrete®-8670 MN may be used after thawing
slowly at room temperature followed by intensive re-
mixing.
